And, today, 

there are around 1000 students who are having education at Darüşşafaka Schools in Maslak with a full scholarship for 

boarding education, for a period of 9 years. In order to bring up well-raised individuals, Darüşşafaka schools provide 

their students with various social and cultural activities and use English as the official education language.
